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EVALUATION STRATEGY

I will be using both formative and summative phases of the evaluation strategy in this third grade life science curriculum.  I will be using measurement, assessment, and evaluation tools throughout the course of this unit.  The measurement tools I will use will consist of test scores, surveys, and other records of learning.  The assessment tools I will use will include observations, interviews, and portfolios of completed work.  I will then need to use the gathered information to evaluate my design process, in other words, to see if I did the best I could to educate my students on the material.


I believe that formative evaluations are what make up the bulk of the evaluations in our curriculum process.  I will be looking primarily at whether my curriculum was age and developmentally appropriate and if the attitudes and beliefs conveyed are consistent with what we know students need to know as twenty-first century learners.  This formative evaluation could last anywhere from one to three years.  

After three to five years, it would be appropriate to begin a summative evaluation which is comparative.  I would need to objectively compare my curriculum with others that had set out to reach the same objectives.  A very difficult part of this however, would be that it would be very difficult to make sure I was evaluating the curriculum, not the teachers, students, or activities used.
