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Evaluation Strategy 

The evaluation strategy of this curriculum will take place in many ways. For each subunit there will be many opportunities for both formal and informal evaluations. Many evaluations will take place on a daily basis through discussion and question and answering in the classroom. A great deal of the evaluation will take place through observation during class discussion, labs, experiments, challenge problems, and online electronic evaluation. There will be many opportunities for collaboration with peers to demonstrate a proper understanding of the content as well as application opportunities to topics of interest to the particular student or group of students. Most evaluation will take place in an informal variation on a daily basis in the classroom. 

At the conclusion of most subunits, there will be a formal evaluation composed of many multiple choice questions that will evaluate the knowledge and comprehension aspects of Bloom’s Taxonomy. In the same evaluation there are fill in the blank type questions that will assess the application and analysis portions from Bloom’s Taxonomy. Lastly, the same evaluation will have questions based on critical thinking and application of content from the specific subunit targeting Bloom’s taxonomy in synthesis and evaluation. 

At the conclusion of each of the broad units of Chemistry and Physics, there will be a formal evaluation that makes connections between all subunits with the respective unit. This is often challenging for students, but demonstrates a broad knowledge and application of content from the entire unit. These connections are necessary to gain a proper understanding of the curriculum design as a whole.
