Using Dr. Eun-Ok Im’s paper “Internet Cancer Support Groups: A Feminist Analysis”:

1. Doing this Google search

Internet Cancer Support Groups: A Feminist Analysis
—the paper shows up as the 1st result, from its PubMedCentral hosting

2. Doing this more librarianly Google search

“Internet Cancer Support Groups: A Feminist Analysis”
—the paper shows up as the 2nd result, from its hosting on Dr. Im’s SoN web page, but no access to fulltext

3. Doing this Google Scholar search

Internet Cancer Support Groups: A Feminist Analysis
—the paper shows up as the 6th result, from its PMC hosting

4. Doing this Google Scholar search

“Internet Cancer Support Groups: A Feminist Analysis”
—the paper shows up as the 1st result, from its PMC hosting

5. Doing this Google search

Internet Cancer Support Groups
—the paper shows up as the 8th result, from its PCM hosting; is mentioned in the 89th  & 105th result, but does not show up from her web page in the first 130 results

#5 is the likeliest scenario, as many searchers won’t be using quotes or Boolean stuff, just doing the simplest possible searches.
