Objective:  The learner will explore the words to the 1st Amendment to the US Constitution. Create a summarize-connect to map (GIST technique) http://www.readwritethink.org/lessons/lesson_view.asp?id=290  of at least three different issues related to the 1st Amendment found while examining information from selected websites.

After reading and discussing the 1st Amendment in class, students will work in teams of three to develop a GIST-connect to map summarizing concepts gathered from websites.

Teacher will guide students through sourcing the websites in terms of their points of view (i.e. liberal, conservative, balanced).  With these perspectives in mind, triads will develop a GIST-connect to map to send electronically to students in a peer government class studying the same curriculum.
A discussion board arrangement will be available with the partnered classes so dialogue can take place about the map (s).   

These discussion board comments are part of a larger project to provide opportunities for sharing over time and topic.
