Evaluation Strategy
The classroom teacher will conduct the evaluation for this unit. Considering the age of the students involved, the evaluation techniques used will be observation, the collection of work samples, verbal question and answer sessions, and checklists. 
The use of observation will be used on a daily basis during each of the lessons presented during the six subunit course. Teachers will be looking for student understanding of the material provide to them and for student success on projects or assignments given to them. Many teachers can tell by the look on a student’s face or their body language if they understand the content as well. By using observation as an evaluation technique, the teacher can decide what he or she needs to add to the lesson or take out of the lesson, depending on the way the students understand the content. 

Work samples will be collected through each subunit for each student. The work samples that could be collected are up the classroom teacher but should be those that show understanding of the unit outcomes presented on the concept map. The importance of this evaluation type is to have evidence of the mastery or non-mastery of the lessons that were taught. It is important to collect at least one work sample from each concept taught as evidence of all that was presented and comprehended. 

Verbal question and answer sessions conducted throughout the subunit lessons are a quick way to evaluate whether or not the content is being understood by the students. The classroom teacher could use this technique to review parts of the lesson and as transitions to a new lesson for understanding of previous concepts taught. Teachers can use the immediate information gathered from the answers of the students to adjust their lesson according to what concepts need to be reviewed more heavily and which need to be reviewed less. 
Checklists will be used in two ways: to check to see if all state standards have been met and to check to see if all unit outcomes were met. The standards and outcomes could be listed on a piece of paper and each student’s name could be written in a column at the top. The classroom teacher could easily go through after each lesson has been taught and place a checkmark in the column if the student has mastered that specific standard or outcome. This tool could be useful to track where the weaknesses of the lessons are, to see which concepts the students had the most trouble with, and to track mastery of state standards for report cards.
