Rationale– What is the problem/issue of interest and how does this instructional design target this problem? 

The problem is that there is no curriculum for our multi-handicapped high school students.  I have students that cannot read or write and I am expected to teach Reading, Math, Government and Science.  How is this done?  What does it look like.  There are a variety of different ways that I can make this happen by using a TEACCH box technique.  This technique takes a task and breaks it up into its smallest units and places it into a box so that there is a clear beginning and end for the child.  According to out requirements I had to tie this into my unit on the five senses as well.  

 

  

OUTCOMES

Unit Length:  Four weeks (integrated all year-repetition needed) 

  

General Outcomes:  
  

1.  Students will know and demonstrate how their senses function and how they interact with the task that they are completing.  (Cognition, Cognitive Skill) 

  

2.  Students will learn that there different tasks that can be completed using their senses, and describe or show how to use them.  (Cognition, Cognitive Skill) 

  

3.  Students will utilize the manipulatives as a way to stay engaged in the activiy.  (Affective) 

4. Given numerous examples each student will be able to determine if each sense was used correctly.  (analysis) 

5. Given each TEACCH box task the student will be able to apply what they are learning to decide how to complete the task.  (application) 

Unit Outcomes: 

  

1.      Students will determine that you can feel the objects that you are working with.  (Cognitive Skill) 

2.      Students will understand matching and sorting requires the ability to see or to touch/feel.  (Cognition) 

3. Students will utilize the sensory boxes for sensory exploration and the task boxes to complete a task.  (Affective) 
               4. Students will distinguish between different objects by using their senses.

For my pre assessment strategy I have also chosen to use a knowledge rating checklist.  This is going to be used to see what each child knows about the tasks that will be put in front of them before we start.  The teacher will complete a checklist of the abilities that the students have already mastered and will record the tasks that the student has not. I will usually couple this with an interest inventory to gauge what kinds of things that student like and use those things in my teach boxes.  

Because of the ability level of my classroom, I will not be asking my students or sharing the information that I have gained from them.  There will be a variety of Teacch boxes constructed utilizing the varying abilities of each student in each subject.  They will also be aligned with the sensory unit that we have completed recently.

PROCEDURE: 
1. The student will be told that the following materials are "hard" and will be encouraged to touch each object. ( 10 minutes) 

2.  The student will be shown the objects that are “soft” and will be encouraged to touch them. (10 minutes) 

3. The students and teacher will work together sorting the objects and talking about  hard and soft. (5 minutes)
5. Depending upon their pre assessment score the student will be given an appropriate Teacch box containing the materials that match their ability level for independent work. 
6. The student will be given the task independently or will review with the teacher for the remainder of the lesson. (5-20 min) 

7. The teacher will record how the student completed the activity.
  

SUMMARY: 
Review the concept of hard and soft and tell students that this will be a concept that they might see in science or in the sensory room.
UNIT OUTCOMES: 
1. Students will look at the objects. 

2. Students will distinguish between different objects by using their senses.
  

LESSON OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will look at the objects that make noise. 

2. Students will look at the objects that do not make noise 

3. Students will distinguish between loud and quiet by listening to the items. 

4. Students will point to three objects that make noise 

5.  Students will point to three objects that do not make noise.
  

MATERIALS: 
  

   Examples of materials that make noise- tambourine, whistle, bells, drum 

 Examples of materials that are soft- cotton balls, q-tips, Kleenex 

Teacch Box containing the task for each student (teacher made materials) 

  

  

PROCEDURE: 
1. The student will be told that the following materials make noise and will be encouraged to listen to each object. ( 10 minutes) 

2.  The student will be shown the objects that do not make noise and will be encouraged to listen to them. (10 minutes) 

3. The students and teacher will work together sorting the object and talking about making noise that you can hear. (5 minutes)
5. Depending upon their pre assessment score the student will be given an appropriate Teacch box containing the materials that match their ability level for independent work. 
6. The student will be given the task independently or will review with the teacher for the remainder of the lesson. (5-20 min) 

7. The teacher will record how the student completed the activity.
  

SUMMARY: 
Review the concept of making noise, listening, and hearing and tell students that this will be a concept that they might see in music or in the sensory room. 

  

UNIT OUTCOMES: 
1. Students will look at the objects. 

2. Students will distinguish between different objects by using their senses.

  

LESSON OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will look at the objects that smell. 

2. Students will smell each object. 

3. Students will distinguish between which objects are appealing to their sense of smell. 

4. Students will point to three smells they like. 

5.  Students will point to three smells they do not like.

  

  

  

MATERIALS: 
   

   Examples materials that smell- cinnamon, perfume, lavender, orange, etc 

Teacch Box containing the task for each student (teacher made materials) 

  

  

PROCEDURE: 
1. The student will be told that the following materials smell and will be encouraged to smell each object. ( 10 minutes) 

2.  The student asked to choose the smells that they like the best. (10 minutes) 

3. The students will be asked to choose the scents they do not like. (5 minutes)

4. Depending upon their pre assessment score the student will be given an appropriate Teacch box containing the materials that match their ability level for independent work. 

5. The student will be given the task independently or will review with the teacher for the remainder of the lesson. (5-20 min) 

6. The teacher will record how the student completed the activity.

  

SUMMARY: 

Review the concept of smell and tell students that this will be a concept that they might see in science, a meal time, or in the sensory room. 

UNIT OUTCOMES: 
1. Students will look at the objects. 

2. Students will distinguish between different objects by using their senses.

  

LESSON OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will look at the objects offered during snack time. 

2. Students will be offered to taste each object. 

3. Students will distinguish between which objects are appealing to their sense of taste. 

4. Students will choose one snack that they like.

   Examples of different snack choices.

PROCEDURE: 
1. The student will be told that the following items will be offered for snack. ( 10 minutes) 

2. The student asked to choose a snack. (10 minutes)
3. Depending upon their interest inventory students will be offered snacks that are to their liking.  
4.The student will be given the task independently or will review with the teacher for the remainder of the lesson. (5-20 min) 
5.The teacher will record how the student completed the activity.

  

SUMMARY: 

Review the concept of taste and tell students that this will be a concept that they will see at mealtimes. 

UNIT OUTCOMES: 

1. Students will look at the objects. 

2.Students will distinguish between different objects by using their senses.
  

LESSON OBJECTIVES: 
1. Students will look at the lights coming from the objects. 

2. Students will choose two objects that they like.
  

MATERIALS: 
 
Examples of objects that emit various types of light.    

Teacch Box containing the task for each student (teacher made materials) 

  

  

PROCEDURE: 
1. The student will be told that the following objects will have light coming from them. ( 10 minutes) 

2.  The student will be told that the overhead lights will be turned off in order to see them more clearly. (10 minutes) 

3. The students and teacher will work together looking at the different lights. (5 minutes)
4. Depending upon their pre assessment score the student will be given an appropriate Teacch box containing the materials that match their ability level for independent work. 
5. This Teacch box will not be used as a task but during sensory free time. (5-20 min) 

6. The teacher will record how the student completed the activity.
