Sequencing Rationale
Agricultural education, agriscience map is logically laid out and driven by the calendar year, and by the events and activities that take place throughout the school in the FFA Organization, school and community.
The first subunit, “Personal Development” is placed at the beginning of the year because a lot of the students who enter into the agricultural education program are not directly related to agriculture, and some of them do not even have a background that involves agriculture.  It is very important that the first unit the students get introduced to is the definition of agriculture and the careers that are involved in the industry.

The second subunit, “FFA-National FFA Organization” is another unit that is very important and needs to be done at the beginning of the school year.  As students enroll in agri-science and the agricultural education program they begin their membership of the National FFA Organization.  Just as in any other subject, the students need to understand the history of the organization, what it stands for and what opportunities lay ahead of them.  Providing this information to the students early in the year gives the students more opportunity to become involved and take full advantage of their membership.
The third subunit, “Supervised Agricultural Experience Program” follows logically behind the FFA unit, as it is the third piece in the agricultural education program.  This part of the ag ed program allows the students to take what they have learned in the classroom and apply it to real world experiences.  As for this particular unit, we spend a lot of time exploring the different types of SAE projects.  Because this is an out of class project, the parents are also involved in the exploration process, which provides me with an excellent opportunity to meet and discuss the entire program with the parents.

The fourth subunit, “Parliamentary Procedure” falls in place during the month of November primarily because the FFA holds a Career Development Event (CDE) during the month of December.  So that students have a basic knowledge of parliamentary procedure and can be competitive in the CDE, we introduce this subject during this time.  I truly believe that this is a vital skill that every student needs to learn and will use for the rest of their life.  Through this lesson, students demonstrate speaking skills, being able to think on their feet and speaking in front of a group, they have knowledge of how to run a efficient and effective meeting, and they practice their listening skills.  Through this lesson students earn a great deal of self confidence that proves to be very beneficial for them.
The fifth subunit, “Marketing and Record Keeping” is a continuation of the SAE unit.  This unit falls in during the month December and January due to the National FFA saying January 1st is when first year agricultural education students should begin their projects.  During this unit the students begin to establish their projects that they were exploring previously.  This unit involves individual planning, implementing and organization.
The sixth subunit, “Animal Sciences” is logically placed in the months February and March due to the high number of students who have chosen animal projects for their SAE project.  At this time in the calendar year many students are attending shows, sales and clinics to learn about their animal projects.  To go along with this we use the class time to build on the skills and ideas that they are experiencing outside of the classroom.  Many of the students will be exhibiting these projects at their county fair; therefore it is vital for the students to have a knowledge and understanding of many animal species, so that they may select the animal that will allow them the best chance at attaining their goals they set for their project. 
The seventh subunit, “Wood Working” logically finds itself at the end of the year.  It provides the students with hands on opportunity to show how they can follow directions and construct a project made of wood.  At this time of year the weather is suitable for students to be outside to complete their project
