Subunit Intended Learning Outcomes

The Study of Geography

Subunit I:  Geographic Tools

1. The student will identify the differences between Sonar, GIS, and GPS, and provide an example of how each tool is used in a relevant situation.

2. The student will be able to select two Geographic Concepts and describe how a change in one will affect the other.

Subunit II:  The Five Themes of Geography

1. The student will select a place they are familiar with and apply the five questions/themes to create a description of the place.

Subunit III:  Location, Place, and Region

1. The student will select a place and provide directions to that place using absolute location in one example and relative location for the other example.

2. The student will use their previous place and describe the place in terms of its human characteristics and physical characteristics.

3. The student will be provided a location by the teacher and will have to define the perceptual region in which it is located.

Subunit IV:  The Study of Movement and Human-Environment Interaction

1. The student will outline an example from American history of how and why people migrated throughout the country.

2. The student will research and provide an example from American history of how people changed the environment around them and identify the positive and negative aspects of the environmental changes.
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
