Sequencing
Learning-related:

· The unit will incorporate a learning-related sequencing pattern.  The sequence of strategy introduction will be related to developmental needs of the students in conjunction with creating a climate supportive of metacognitive awareness.

· Students will strategically be introduced to ideas within this concept in order to develop the interactive reading strategies needed to think about our own thinking.

· Asking questions and searching for answers in relation to texts will facilitate development of the processes necessary to use metacognition.

· The reflective component will be introduced during the questioning phase of the unit.  This will foster the understanding that answers can be found in the text or in our heads and supported with text clues.

· The introduction of visualizing the text while reading will follow the questioning phase.  Asking and answering questions can serve to restore the mental image of the text being addressed.

· Using connections as a way to enter the text will be the next strategy introduced.  Text connections provide powerful means to activate prior knowledge and connect new information to old knowledge.

· Making predictions about what will happen next based on what has been read will be the next phase in the unit.  Students will also revisit predictions in order to verify or modify predictions based on what was read.
