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Learning Outcomes

Long Term Goal: Students will read text fluently, as if holding a conversation, so that information can be read, processed, and comprehended appropriately.  

Building Goal: Students will master the Dolch word list by the end of second grade, by fluently reading the list with 95% accuracy.

Classroom Goals: Students will read grade-level text fluently and with comprehension.

Individual Goals: Individuals set goals for each nine weeks in regards to their Dolch list.
