Evaluation Strategies


This unit contains several methods of evaluation intended to assess student understanding of the material. It is important to constantly evaluate student comprehension in order to effectively assess whether or not the goals of the unit are being met. During the course of this unit, both summative and formative methods of evaluation are used to evaluate this.


The formative assessments in this unit take several forms. At the beginning of the unit, students are asked to explain their personal definition of poetry. This initial definition is discussed, and it can be used to support or dispel myths or feelings about poetry. As the unit progresses, classroom discussion and observation are both used constantly to evaluate student understanding of the various lessons in this unit. Students are also give worksheets, which ask them to apply what they learned to sample poems. They are given the opportunity to discuss their thoughts about poems as well. Finally, students are given several small quizzes throughout the course of the unit to further evaluate their overall understanding of the key concepts.


The summative assessment for this unit is the final project. This asks students to draw on all of their experience and practice from the unit in order to complete a large project. Students must not only understand key terms, they must demonstrate the ability to apply their knowledge to poems that they choose. Also, students must apply their knowledge to their own writing. They are asked to write several poems that utilize many of the terms they learned in class.


This unit uses a variety of assessment methods in order to make sure students are actually meeting the goals of the unit. Students are constantly being observed and evaluated. If something in the unit is not effective, it can be corrected quick to enhance the overall learning process.
