Collection of Coins - Day 5

Review of Penny, Dime, Nickel, Quarter

Skill to be learned:  Students will accurately identify the penny, dime, nickel and quarter and each coin’s value. 

Procedures: 

Introductory Activity: 

Circle time:  Large paper penny, nickel, dime, and quarter will be posted on the easel.  Students will then be shown a handful of coins including pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters.  Each coin will be held up and students will be asked if they know the names of these coins and how much each coin is worth.   

Discuss characteristics of the coins: shape, size, color, what is on the front, what is on the back, is the edge of the coin flat or rigid?  
Developmental Activity:  Students will work in groups of 3 to complete center activities. 
Centers:  Teacher will explain each center to students.  Parent volunteer will assist students through centers as well.

Collection of Coins Book  Students will work with teacher or parent volunteer to create and bind their rubbings and drawings of each coin.
Math Center: Four sentence strips will be placed at this center.  Each strip will have one of the four coins studied to equal a total of $1.00. Written on each coin picture will be the amount in which to count by.

Example: The strip with nickels will have 20 pictures of nickels across it.  The nickels will be numbered: 5, 10, 15, 20 etc.  Students will be able to point and count. 

Science Center: Piggy Bank Sorting  Students will choose a piggy bank sorting mat.

They will grab a handful of coins from the container and sort them according to their value.  Students will also match a heading to each column of coins (penny, nickel, dime, or quarter)

Math Center: Money Cube   Students roll the money cube and use coin stamps to record which coin they rolled in the appropriate column (penny, nickel, dime, or quarter).  Students continue rolling until one of the columns is completely filled.   

Listening Center: Students will listen to recorded songs about all of the coins presented.

Reading Center: Chart paper will include pictures of all four coins with the words written next to them.  Books about all of the coins will be placed in a basket at this center and students will be able to look through pictures of coins.

Vocabulary center: Students will match vocabulary words to pictures of coins and their values.
Math Center: Four Dixie cups will be placed at this center.  Each cup will be labeled with dime, nickel, penny, or quarter. Students will take turns pulling a coin from a felt sack and placing it into the correct cup.  Students will practice counting the cups of coins (1s for pennies, 5s for nickels, 10s for dimes, 25s for quarters).

Writing/ Drawing Center: Students will create a cover and meet the author page for their Coin Collecting books.  

Concluding Activity: Back to carpet.  Each student will be given alarge cut out of each of the coins.  While singing the following song students will hold up appropriate coin for each verse of the song.

Sing together to tune of high-ho the dairy-oh

 “A penny is one, a penny is one.  We love to count this coin, a penny is one.  A nickel is five, a nickel is five, we love to count this coin, a nickel is five. A dime is worth ten, a dime is worth ten, we love to count this coin, a dime is worth ten.  A quarter is twenty-five, a quarter is twenty-five.  We love to count this coin a quarter is twenty-five.”  
Assessment: Later in the day, during independent reading, teacher will call students back to a table and ask them to name the penny, nickel, dime and quarter and state the value of each.  Students should have mastered the penny, nickel and dime.
Materials Needed: large cut-out pictures of penny, nickel, dime, and quarter, jars of real coins, blank sheets of paper for quarter rubbings, silver or gray colored crayons, CDs with songs about pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters, headphones and CD player, books about coins (see book list), Dixie cups, piggy bank sorting sheets, magnifying glasses, stamps, money cubes, vocabulary cards with pictures of coins, vocabulary words
