Statement of Purpose/Rationale
4th Grade Math


I have chosen the unit covering the division of single digit numbers as my instructional design focus.  Fourth grade students often struggle with making the connection between multiplication and division.  Due to this, many students struggle to master the concept.


To create more comprehensive and in-depth coverage of this content the attached unit plan will be followed.  This plan allows for the students that have not mastered this content the opportunity to explore the “parts” of the “whole” concept.
