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Assessment at the kindergarten levels includes predominantly checklists, teacher observations, performance assessments, running records, and discussions. The evaluation strategy used in this Reading Curriculum Design will include a combination of both formative and summative assessments. Lessons would include lesson objectives set by the teacher to connect with the standards and assessments created. The materials used and lessons created would serve as a form of formative assessment to evaluate the work in progress and observe the gains students have made. 

Actual assessments that would be used in this curriculum would include upper and lowercase letter identification lists, letters sound check sheets, sight word evaluations, a phonological awareness test, a phoneme segmentation assessment, and a developmental reading assessment. Teachers would also observe students during lessons to identify what students are engaged in and mastering and then observe whether or not students are applying these reading skills and strategies into the reading process and reading application areas. 

Students will also have a “Reading Skill Ring” as a form of assessment throughout the Kindergarten year. Students will be assessed weekly on a specific reading skill. If they can show mastery in that skill, they will earn a “ticket” for their ring. Another piece will be added to their binder ring to show success in learning a new reading skill. Each skill may be individualized for different students depending on their level. This will serve as a motivating form of assessment that will engage the students in learning how to read! Parent volunteers will also participate in their children’s education and be involved in our students’ reading achievements by supporting and helping with the “Reading Skill Ring” assessments. 

When evaluating the reading content and level of skill being taught, I will depend on classroom observations, student engagement, and mastery of skill.
