Sequencing Rationale

I will use a utilization-related sequencing model.  They must use a procedural type of sequence, which is based on following a defined process in a particular context.  I will allow the students to come to their own conclusions, but I will control the process.  They must first view a particular type of propaganda, and I will choose the propaganda that they will view.  After they have experienced all of the propaganda, using the skills that I have taught them in class such as detecting basis, the different types of propaganda and objectives and tools that propagandists use, they will be able to view propaganda with an educated eye.  After this, they can write their research paper and debrief me on what they have learned in the process.  


I would choose the television commercials as the starting point for the unit.  Students are already very familiar with these, so I will build upon their prior knowledge if I start here.  Students could then move on to food advertising, fake web sites, political ads, and lastly war propaganda.  I would expose the students to war propaganda last because they have to have some background knowledge of the history of the time in order to understand the poster.  Since this is an interdisciplinary unit, I would have to do my propaganda unit right about the same time the history teacher does his World War II unit.  I would also have to make sure that he discussed the common tools and objectives of war propaganda.  In order to complete the political ads concept, the students also need to understand a bit about current events, so I would have to direct questions to the history teacher on whether or not his students have enough prior knowledge about current politics in order to understand the political ads.
