Directions: You will be writing a creative story about your journey as a water droplet today in class.  Imagine that you are the water droplet. Your story should follow the order of places that you traveled today in class therefore you should use your travel log to help you. Your story should include information about how you got to one place to another (evaporation, condensation, precipitation, transpiration, infiltration) and what state of matter (solid, liquid, gas) you were in when you traveled.  Be sure to mention if you got “stuck” at a certain station or had to spend more time in one place then another.  Be as creative as you can as you tell the story.  You can make up names, or places such as long as your story follows your travel log. Your final story should be 1 page typed or 2 pages neatly written. Your font size should be 12 if you are typing your story.  
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
