What is a revolution

· Students will be able to recall information about the French and American Revolutions (Knowledge)
· Students will identify the differences and similarities between the French and American Revolution (Knowledge, Application, Synthesis)
· Students will be able to use knowledge of the French and American Revolution to determine what is a revolution (Knowledge, Comprehension)
· At the end of the Unit Students will be able to identify how the French, American, and Russian Revolutions are similar and how they are different (Knowledge, Comprehension, Evaluation)
Causes of the revolution

World War I

· Students will be able to explain in detail why involvement in WWI led to problems on the home front and why those issues led to revolution. (Knowledge, Comprehension, Synthesis) 
· Students will be able to identify the two reasons leading to the Russian Revolution. (Knowledge, Application)
· Students will be able to discuss as a class why the death toll during WWI led to social unrest (Knowledge, Comprehension)
· Students will be able to identify members of the Russian family (knowledge, evaluation)
· Students will be able to explain why actions of the royal family during WWI led to bad feelings from the people causing them to no longer trust them. (Synthesis, Comprehension)
Lack of Reform 

· Students will be able to identify ways in which the Russian economy was failing (Knowledge)
· Students will be able to visually identify Rasputin,Tsar Nicholas, and Lenin (Application)
· Students will play out what it was like to be a citizen living in Russia (Evaluation, Comprehension)
·  Students will explain why the Czar miss led the people and identify the promises he failed to keep (Knowledge, Application, Comprehension, Synthesis)
Effects of the revolution

Rise of Communism

· Students will be able to explain why the rise of communism led to the end of the Russian involvement in WWI (Knowledge, Application)
· Students will be able to explain how and why Stalin was able to come to power and keep it (Knowledge, Comprehension, Synthesis)
· Students will be able to debate what the would should have done once Russia became the USSR (Evaluation, Comprehension)
