	The students after learning will be able to…

	Memory/Recall
	· Visualize the information in texts and demonstrate this by drawing pictures, discussing images in texts or writing simple descriptions.
· Recall the important ideas in fictional and non-fictional texts.
· Recognize predictable patterns in stories and poems.

	Comprehension
	· Make predictions while reading and support predictions with information from the text or prior experience.
· Retell the beginning, middle and ending of a story, including its important events.  

	Application
	· Create and use graphic organizers such as Venn diagrams or webs, with teacher assistance, to demonstrate comprehension.
· Answer literal, simple inferential and evaluative questions to demonstrate comprehension of grade-appropriate print text and electronic and visual media. 

· Follow multiple-step directions.
· Generate writing ideas through discussions with others.

· Use organizational strategies to plan writing (brainstorming, lists, webs, and Venn diagrams).  

· Write simple stories with a beginning, middle, and end that include descriptive words and details.

· Write responses to stories that include simple judgments about the text.

	Analysis
	· Compare information or recognize similarities in texts with prior knowledge and experience.
· Identify the sequence of events in informational text.

· Identify central ideas and supporting details of informational text with teacher assistance. 

· Identify characters, setting and events in a story.

· Identify differences between stories, poems, and plays.

	Synthesis
	· Provide own interpretation of story, using information from the text.
· Organize writing to include a beginning, middle and end.

· Construct complete sentences with subjects and verbs.

· Add descriptive words and details.

	Evaluation
	· Compare information or recognize similarities in texts with prior knowledge and experience.

· Compare and contrast different versions of the same story.

· Proofread writing to improve conventions (grammar, spelling, punctuation and capitalization).  

· Rewrite and illustrate writing samples for display and for sharing with others.
