Evaluation strategy

To evaluate my students in Computer Applications I will be using quizzes periodically throughout each Unit to check their reading and completion of assignments. This will allow me to see how well they are comprehending what is being taught to them. These quizzes will be available on Moodle, which is a school server that we use to post quizzes, notes, videos, and all sorts of other ways to allow students to interact within a course. 

Another way that I will be evaluating my students will be the use of step by step tutorial instructions by having students read through the sections in the book and completing the tutorial and then saving these in a network folder for me to access. 

The use of class discussion time is one way that I find beneficial to see how well students are comprehending what is being covered along with questioning students about each topic as they are going through their tutorials. 

The last way that I will be evaluating my students is through the use of Unit projects where students must utilize the tools learned for each application to create a document, spreadsheet, database, or presentation that must incorporate all skills learned. This will help me to see that students understand when and how to use each of the tools that are a part of each of the Microsoft Office 2007 suite.
