Unit Learner Outcomes

Tiered Outcomes:

· Students will understand literature that is assigned based on their readiness.
· Students will define a set number of vocabulary words based on their readiness.
· Students will produce writing assignments based on their readiness.
· Students will construct a set number of parenthetical citations within their writing assignments based on their readiness.
· Students will utilize graphic organizers to assist in their understanding of literature.
· Students will generate writing ideas through the use of brainstorming graphic organizers.
· Students will organize their writing ideas with the assistance of drafting graphic organizers.
· Students will comprehend literature with the use of independent reading skills.
· Students will comprehend literature through the assistance of audio books.
· Students will interpret literature through acting out a particular chapter or scene.
· The first choice outcome also overlaps into this subunit.
Choice Outcomes:

· Students will evaluate different options on a choice board. 

· Students will compose various writing assignments that correlate with their learning styles/preferences.

· Students will write essays based on their selected interest of prompts.

· Students will compose writing assignments while keep in mind the role of the writer, the intended audience, the format of the writing, and the selected topic.

· Students will explain the selected literature they read in their book reports.

· Students will critique the selected literature they read in their book reports.

· The first four group outcomes also overlap into this subunit.

Group Outcomes:

· Students will recall and discuss the selected literature within their literature circles.

· Students will identify various aspects, such as themes or symbols, found in the selected literature within their literature circles.

· Students will compare and contrast the notes they took over the selected literature within their literature circles.

· Students will evaluate the effectiveness of the selected literature in their literature circles.

· Students will solve various tasks by working together in groups of similar readiness.

· Students will assist their peers in understanding the given material through groups of mixed readiness.

· Students will value the opinions of their classmates through the use of groups.
