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Unit Learner Outcomes

Subunit 1: Definition

· Students will be able to define the term “biodiversity”.

· Students will be able to define what it means to become endangered, including the difference between „endangerment“ and „extinction“.

· Students will be able to identify what kinds of species can become and already are endangered. 
· Students will be able to categorize the endangered species and illustrate the reason(s) why they have this status.
· Students will be able to discuss and justify the reasons why it is important to care about this topic in general and about selected species specifically.
· Students will be able to illustrate the significance of biodiversity for our everyday lives.  
· Students will be able to analyze and describe the consequences of continuing endangerment.

· Students will be able to make connections and illustrate how the endangerment of species will affect our lives in general. 

Subunit 2: Causes

· Students will be able to identify the causes for endangerment.

· Students will be able to discuss and analyze the role of evolution and human involvement in this process. 
· Students will be able to analyze and explain how those causes contribute to and how they correlate with the endangerment of species.

· Students will be able to recognize the different types of human contribution to the endangerment of species.
· Students will be able to critically evaluate the contribution of human involvement to the endangerment.
· Students will be able to connect the identified contributions with examples within their immediate surroundings.
Subunit 3: Conservation and Intervention

· Students will be able to discuss ways to actively engage.
· Students will be able to collect sources for further research and information.
· Students will be able to elucidate the purpose of national parks and reserves. 
· Students will be able to recognize the need for using nature’s resources responsibly by reducing, reusing, and recycling.
· Students will be able to identify and discuss ways to save energy, sustain natural resources and act responsibly within their immediate surroundings.
· Students will be able to identify organizations which promote conservation and explain their work and purpose. 
· Students will be able to apply and demonstrate their attainment of knowledge by creating a presentation on endangerment, its causes, consequences, and methods of active engagement.
· Students will be able to write a persuasive article and/or design an informative brochure utilizing their obtained knowledge.

· Students will be able to work collaboratively to plan and organize a fund raiser or a similar event to raise awareness.
