Evaluation Strategy

The purpose of this Changes unit in my first grade language arts curriculum is to build fluent readers who are able to demonstrate fluency along with comprehension.  Many tools will be used to deliver learning.  The final tools used will be evaluation methods to measure the progress of each student and use those results as a response to the interventions that will need to be implemented.  


Both formative and summative assessment tools will be used throughout the rotation process.  At the completion of every story, approximately every two weeks, students will complete a formative assessment over the story itself.  They will also take a formative assessment that tracks their accuracy and fluency.  They will be timed for one minute and ask to read as far as they can on a cold passage and an accuracy rating will be taken from this reading.  They will also be checked on the list of sight words that they are learning as well.   It will be a simple checklist of the words.  Once they are mastered, they will be removed from their weekly list.  The third and final formative assessment will be a weekly spelling list.  These words will contain a sound or phonemic pattern that goes along with the lessons for the week. 


A summative assessment will be given at the completion of the unit.  This unit test will model what the Ohio Achievement Test looks like.  The question format is done exactly like the Ohio test so by the time students take that test in third grade they are used to seeing the format and understand the types of questions as well.  These tests are then scored and compared from one unit to the next to monitor progress.  Another form of summative assessment that will be used is the DIBELS testing that our district has adopted as well. 


When looked at in regards to the curriculum as a whole, summative evaluation is a long-term evaluation of the program.  A summative evaluation usually beings three to five years after the curriculum starts (Chiarelott, 2000).  This is crucial to be done so that the integrity of the assessment results can be justified.  If this evaluation is not performed then the success of the curriculum cannot be measured. 
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
