EVALUATION STRATEGY
In order to determine the validity of the Building Academic Vocabulary curriculum design, both formative and summative evaluation formats will be utilized.  The practice OGT and ProOhio Test A are two valuable measurement devices for reading comprehension in all four content areas.  This data will provide the necessary information for our needs assessment.


Teachers can first review content standards to judge the relevance of the new curriculum.  Then, pre-and post-assessment concept skills checks can be administered by teachers for each content unit to give insight on the students’ level of skill and knowledge.  In addition, the use of both problem and performance-based assessments are key authentic tools for measuring the value of the curriculum.

Additionally, the staff would be provided further professional development on Building Academic Vocabulary as it would supply them with SBR strategies for classroom application.

Along with the ongoing formative assessments, during the initial three to five years, summative assessments will allow for a more in-depth analysis of the curriculum.  By conducting interviews with staff members and students (those who remain in the program for three consecutive years), the information gathered would benefit the evaluation process.  The main goal is to identify whether or not the curriculum meets the needs of our unique group of learners.  After having these conversations, decisions could then be made on whether to revise, rewrite, or reuse the content vocabulary curriculum design.
