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	Lesson Topic: Reviewing Place Value, Introducing Millions
	Day 1


Lesson Rationale / Summary: We’re kicking off our year with place value because it’s the base that underlies most other math concepts. We’ll need it for multiplication/division/decimals/estimations/etc. To begin, students will be taking a place value pre-assessment (30-40 minutes). The assessment will not be recorded as a grade, but will be re-administered at the end of the unit to measure growth. Next, we’ll be reviewing how to read small and medium-sized numbers (hundreds and thousands). I’ll be introducing the millions place and teaching students how to read and write numbers in standard and written format. 
Objectives:
Students will be able to…
2. Use place value structure of the base-ten number system to read, write, represent, and compare whole numbers through millions (and decimals through thousandths). 
Student Posted Goal: At the end of today, you will be able to read and write numbers through the millions place. 
Resources:
· Place Value pre-assessment

· Blackboard & chalk
· Teacher place value pockets & number slides for board

· Student place value charts & digit cards

· Spiral notebook & pencil

Procedure: Before we begin, students will be taking the place value pre-assessment. 
I. Readiness / Motivation / Engage – 
· When have you ever had to read big numbers?
· Why do you think knowing how to read and write big numbers is important?

· Measuring, driving (distances), money, newspaper articles, multiplication/division, etc

· Can someone tackle this number for me?

· Put 782 in board pockets. Have student read number.
II. Explore / Explain / Extend –
· Review the correct reading, place and value – ones, tens, and hundreds.

· What value does the seven have? 700 / The 8? 80 / The 2? 2

· Add 1 to the thousands place. Ask a student to read 1,782. Review correct reading, place and value.

· Add 3 to the ten thousands place. 31,782. Review correct reading, place, and value.

· Add 4 to the hundred thousands place. 431, 782. Review correct reading, place, and value.

· Add 6 to the millions place. Review correct reading, place, and value. 

· Discuss comma placement – every three places from the right.
· Have supply clerks pass out place value charts and digit cards. 

· As I read a number, students will build the number on their place value mats. 
· Volunteers will build and read the number on the large place value pockets.

· Challenge: 8,360,429
III. Close –
· Spiral Note for the Day: Standard form – A number in standard form looks like a normal number. For example, 2; or 185; or 495,193.  
· Exit slip - Students will be read 4 numbers, asked to build them on their place value chart, and copy them onto a chart. The chart will be collected so I can check on understanding.
· Place value charts and digits will be kept in their math folders. 
IV. Evaluate – 
· Pre-assessment for unit
· Exit slip
· Homework – sheet will include place value chart, number building, place and value identification, and standard and written matching.
