	Day 3



Lesson Rationale / Summary: Yesterday we spent time identifying and writing numbers. Today, we’ll be breaking numbers into expanded form by place value. Once students can expand numbers, we will move into ordering and comparing numbers. 

Objectives:
Students will be able to…
2. Use place value structure of the base-ten number system to read, write, represent, and compare whole numbers through millions (and decimals through thousandths). 

Student Posted Goal: At the end of today, you will be able to write large numbers in expanded form. 

Resources:
· Blackboard & chalk
· Teacher place value pockets & number slides for board
· Student place value charts & digit cards
· Spiral notebooks & pencils
· Lapboards, markers & erasers

Procedure: 
I. Readiness / Motivation / Engage – 
· Teacher posts 1,291,345 in the place value pockets on the board. 
· Teacher asks what value is in the millions place. 
· 1 is in the millions place. Teacher asks volunteer to write 1,000,000 in standard form on the their lapboard. They come to the front of the room.
· What’s the next place?  Hundred thousand. What’s the value? 200,000.
· Continue through the places and the values. End up with a human expanded number:
1,000,000
200,000
90,000
1,000
300
40
5
· What did we just do?
· Broke the number down, took the number apart, etc.
· Right, we busted the number apart. We call it expanded form. We’ve learned standard form and written form, but expanded form will help us compare and order numbers. Let’s get started expanding more numbers! 
II. Explore / Explain / Extend –
· Teacher modeling:
· 5,565
· 342,944
· 1,739,298
· Teacher builds number using place value pockets on board.
· Teacher pulls stick to select one student for each place value. Student writes value on board and comes to the front of the room. 4 students  5000+500+60+5
· Students work with table partners to expand second and third number.
· Select groups share answers at board.
· Spiral Note for the Day: Expanded form – A number in expanded form is broken down by place value and written out. For example: 435 = 400+30+5

III. Close –
· Playing a modified math version of SPARKLE. A large number (like 1,365,989) is posted on the board. Student 1 writes value on lapboard and holds it up. (1,000,000) +. Student 2 writes value on lapboard and holds it up. (300,000) +. Student AFTER the ones place value turns around and says SPARKLE! The next student sits down. Any student who gives the wrong answer sits down. Sparkle continues until there is one student standing. 
IV. Evaluate – 
· Informally through lapboard practice.
