Lesson Rationale / Summary: For the past week, we’ve been working on place value in a variety of forms, comparing and ordering numbers, rounding, and estimation. Today, we’ll be playing review jeopardy to reinforce these skills before tomorrow’s test. 

Objectives:
Students will be able to…
· Use place value structure of the base-ten number system to read, write, represent, and compare whole numbers through millions (and decimals through thousandths). 
· Round whole numbers to a given place value.
· Estimate the results of computations involving whole numbers, fractions and decimals, using a variety of strategies. 
Student Posted Goal: Today, you will prove that you know how to use place value, compare numbers, round, and estimate.   

Resources:
· Blackboard & chalk
· Lapboards, markers & erasers
· Jeopardy questions
· 16 file folders
· tape 

Procedure: 
I. Readiness / Motivation / Engage – 
II. Explore / Explain / Extend –
· Students are broken into 8 groups. 
· Four categories on the board: Identifying, Comparing, Rounding, Estimation
· File folders paper clipped closed are taped to the board in 4x4 array
· File folders are labeled 1-4 under the categories
· Categorized questions are placed in portrait-wise with edges sticking out. Answers are placed into the folders landscape-wise to be pulled after students answer. 
· Student groups take turns answering questions. Teacher reviews strategy after students answer. 
III. Close –
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Review what’s going to be on test. Ask students if have any questions. 
IV. Evaluate –    
· Informal through review
· Homework- Overall review covering unit 
· Test covering unit tomorrow (Day 8)
V. Day 8 – 
· Test Day!! 
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
