Evaluation Strategy
Formative and summative evaluation methods will be used for this unit.  Students and teachers will provide feedback about lessons to provide maximum effectiveness. 
Formative evaluation

Daily observations will be used to assess involvement and comprehension based on answers given by students.
Worksheets, tests, and quizzes will be used to determine if students are retaining knowledge gained during lessons and after.
Student progress is monitored in portfolios and journals.  Checklists will be used for writing skills.  

Pre and post-tests will be given to assess knowledge gained in science, social studies, and math.  
Students will also be given a survey to assess their interests at the conclusion of the unit.

Summative Evaluation

After the unit is complete the scores from reading, math, science, and social studies will be evaluated.  If scores are lower than 80% adjustments will be made.
Students will also be evaluated on these concepts throughout the rest of the year.  

Evaluation of the unit over time will be used to determine the effectiveness of the unit in preparing students for end of year expectations.  By evaluating results over a period of time it can be determined what changes to the unit need to be made to best meet student needs.
