     The knowledge of Earth and Space Science is critical to our student future. Our students need an understanding of the Earth and its relationship with the Sun.      The curriculum will be assessed by both formative and summative methods. The formative assessments will include pre- and post-assessments for each subunit. There will be informal assessments such as observations, interviews and checklists. The summative assessment will include a State Standards Assessment, The data from this teat will be used to direct the future needs of the students. The data will be used to determine academic growth in the area of Earth and Space Science. The data will assist administrators in determining if there are problems with the curriculum and if there are changes needed to improve  instruction.
