Opioids

Opioids have a short duration of action and in ruminants have mild analgesic properties. They are controlled substances and are not approved for food producing animals, so the tenets of AMDUCA have to be met before they are selected. Opioids can inhibit rumenoreticular contractions and may cause abnormal behaviours such as propulsive walking and hypersenstitivity/hyperexcitability, which can be dangerous for animals and personnel. However, for very severe pain, short term use of opioids alone r in combination with NSAIDS may be indicated.
Butorphanol is the most widely used opioid in food animal practice. 

Recommended dose- 0.05 mg/kg SC every 4-6 hrs

Withdrawal period- Milk= 72 hrs, Meat= 4 days

Morphine 

Recommended dose- 0.5 mg/kg IM or slow IV every 4-6 hrs for up to 3 days
