Alpha-2 Adrenergic Agonists

The drug most commonly used in this class in food animals is xylazine. It has both analgesic and sedative effects. The analgesic effects are very short lived (<1 hour), but the sedative effects can last greater than 24 hours, which makes them poor choices for long-term pain management. 
Recommended dose- 0.1–0.3 mg/kg given as an intramuscular injection.

Withdrawal period- 

Milk-> 72 hours

Meat-> 5 days
