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This technique works by cutting off the blood supply to the testes and killing the tissue. After a time, the testicles and scrotum fall away from the body. With latex bands, the scrotum should drop off within seven weeks after castration. Elastic band castration using an elastrator is used on calves less than 3 weeks of age while a Callicrate or EZE can be used to place bands on older calves. There is some controversy regarding the used on banding to castrate mature bulls because of the risk of infection, pain associated with the procedure, and decreased weight gain following banding. In fact, elastic banding as a means of castration has been banned in some countries because it is believed to be inhumane.
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
