	Contraindications:
Animals receiving epinephrine , animals with active ventricular arrhythmias, cardiac dysfunction, hepatic insuffiency, renal insuffiency, seizure disorders, severe debilitation, last trimester of pregnancy , dehydrated ruminants, urinary  tract obstruction, intestinal impaction
Cattle are extremely sensitive to the effects of xylazine
(pre treatment with atropine can result in decreased bradycardia and hypersalivation)

Withdrawal period:
Meat animals -Nil
Milk animals-2days



Yohimbine, atipamezole, tolaoline can reverse the effets and speed up recovery time
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
