The eyes and conjunctiva
Examine the pupillary light reflex and menace response on both sides. Look for any evidence of cloudiness in the eyes, or corneal ulceration. Mild cateracts are a relatively common incidental finding. Examine the color of the conjunctiva - is it normal (pale pink). A full neurological examination is possible and may be indicated based on the history or mentation/gait of the animal, but is not usually covered as part of a routine clinical exam. Look for any sunkeness in the eyes. This would indicate dehydration. Additionally a prolonged skin tent would also indicate dehydration. Look at the third eye lid and any abnormalities seen.
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
