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1. Isolate the animal from other animals, smaller the area the better since it would discourage the animal from moving about too much
2. Ensure that it has a clean and dry environment
3. Provide proper nutritional feed and water
4. Spray the surgical site with antibiotic spray and around site with insecticide spray
5. Educate clients as to the complications that may occur after surgery, such as:
· Milk production can drastically decrease for up to 60 days post op and may or may not return to normal after
· The animal may not live past one other lactation after amputation or disarticulation
· Animals will have a lower market value
· May be difficult to service animals after amputation but still possible
· May decrease the life span of the animal
· May have ascending infection e.g. tendonitis
· If a single digit is left this digit may have a higher risk of having complications
· The productivity of the animal may decrease but this depends of the type of system the owner has in place as well as the post-operative precautions taken.
6. Monitor the drain and bandages ensuring that they are changed on time 
7. Explain to the client what is normal from abnormal. For example it would be normal to see some swelling post-op and some exudate from the surgical site but excessive amounts would be abnormal.
