

HERNIA CLASSIFICATIONS
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Hernial contents:

C—Loop of intestine (enterocele).
0—Omentum (omentocele).
—Stomach (gastrocele).
CO—Urinary bladder (vesicocele).
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According to condition of the contents:

71 Reducible hernia: one in which the contents can be returned to the
abdomen through the hernial ring.

1 lrireducible or incarcerated hernia: one in which the contents cannot
be completely returned to the abdomen through the hernial ring
without surgery.

0 Strangulated hernia: one in which the blood supply or the lumen of
the bowel is obstructed, and gangrene is likely to occur.

71 Hernia with adhesions: one in which adhesions attach the contents
of the hernia to the lining of the hernial sac.
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Complicated or uncomplicated
71 1. Uncomplicated umbilical hernias.
1 2. Umbilical hernias with visceral incarceration.

-1 3. Umbilical hernias with localised, subcutaneous
infection/abscess.

714. Umbilical hernias with umbilical remnant
infection (omphalophlebitis, omphaloarteritis or
urachal sepsis).
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According to site:

C0—Umbilical hernia (omphalocele).
C0—Inguinal hernia (bubonocele).
C1—Scrotal hernia (oscheocele)
