	Both before and after attending the IHE, Ms Daksha Gupta has been involved in the study, monitoring, management and protection of water resources in India. Since leaving Delft in 1981, Daksha has played an important role in India’s drive to improve and maintain its water resources. This is apparent in her wide-ranging list of past and current activities, which include workshops and seminars in the training of younger colleagues in the protection of India’s water resources.

Daksha has also been an active participant in maintaining the network our IHE year class established as during and after the post-graduate course in ‘Environmental Science and Technology (EST) during 1980–81. This 35-year-old, IHE-inspired network is unique amongst IHE graduating classes, and Daksha’s  dedication to the IHE and its aim to enhance and protect the world’s water resources is apparent in the key role she has played in maintaining this global network.
A good example of Daksha’s novel approach to the enhancement of water resource management and protection was her use of colleagues in our IHE-EST network from more developed countries to improved water resource management in India. She and fellow former IHE participant, Dr Béla Csanyi, established and implemented  the ‘Indo-Hungarian Scientific Co-operation Programme’, which resulted in the development of a bio-monitoring protocol, using aquatic macroinvertebrates  and physico-chemical characteristics, to assess and classify surface water quality in Himachal Pradesh.

In recognition of Daksha’s past and on-going contributions to water resource management and protection, we the members of international network from the IHE-EST class of 1981 unreservedly nominate Daksha Gupta for this year’s alumni award.
