PROTOCOL FOR INTRAVENOUS ANESTHESIA IN CATTLE
The following steps are the usual protocol to anesthetize the forelimb of a cow:
1) The area below the fetlock joint is shaved and swabbed with alcohol.
2) A tourniquet is applied above the fetlock joint.
3) The cephalic vein is located (palpated).
4) A butterfly catheter is inserted into the vein.
5) Before injecting anaesthetic (2% lidocaine), aspirate to ensure that needle is in vein.
6) Inject appropriate amount of anaesthetic based on animal’s weight and concentration of drug.
7) Anaesthesia should be complete in five minutes and persist for 1-2 hours if the tourniquet is left in place. Analgesia should be in effect after ten minutes.
8) [bookmark: _GoBack]Check after 10 minutes whether analgesia has been achieved.
