COMPLICATIONS IN GROUP D’S INTRAVENOUS ANESTHESIA ATTEMPT
1) All steps of the protocol were followed; however, we were unable to locate the cephalic vein of the left forelimb. We then tried to locate the vein in the right forelimb but we were also unsuccessful. Therefore, we were unsuccessful in administering the lidocaine anaesthetic to our cow to complete the intravenous regional anaesthesia of the lower limb.
2) [bookmark: _GoBack]While the cow was sedated twice within a 30-minute interval, she was still quite responsive to our touch, thus making the process of locating the vein more difficult as she was still kicking and moving her legs.
