GROUP D’S EFFICACY OF INTRAVENOUS ANAESTHESIA
Since we were unable to anesthetise our cow, there was no effect on the distal forelimb. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]However, ideally, with 5mls of a 2% lidocaine solution, diluted with 5mls of saline (Saline would also assist in encouraging the spread of the local anaesthetic), the anaesthetic would have been complete in 5 minutes and should persist for 1 – 2 hours once the tourniquet stays in place. Analgesia will develop in 15 – 20 mins and should remain until the tourniquet is removed.
