POTENTIAL COMPLICATIONS
· Hematoma may occur at the site of injection.
· If the local anaesthetic solution is injected slowly the animal may kick part way through and the needle may become displaced from the vein.
· If the tourniquet has not been applied properly the procedure will not produce full analgesia.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]For intravenous regional anaesthesia of a limb, only preparations without adrenaline should be used.
