 Laminitis
Laminitis is a painful inflammatory condition of the tissues (laminae) that bond the hoof wall to the pedal (coffin) bone in the horses hoof. It can affect any horse, of any age or sex, at any time of the year.
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Note the contracted width, dead frog, necrotic tendon and damage due to the
chronic inflammation for the hoof afflicted with navicular syndrome.  Age 17
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Causes of Navicular

* Conformation
Irregular exercise
* Hereditary.

* Compression of
navicular bone.

* Excessive tension on
tendons and ligaments
around Navicular
bone.
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
