· Mepivicaine has a longer duration, causes less edema and less vasodilation than Lidocaine.
· Lidocaine causes tissue irritation such cellulitis.
· Adrenaline can be added to increase duration of anesthesia and decrease plasma concentration of the drug used.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]However, addition of adrenaline causes tissue ischemia and necrosis, white hair formation and dehiscence.
