INTRAOPERATIVE CONSIDERATIONS FOR SEMI-CLOSED CASTRATION
See closed castration method.
Two methods can be used for semi-closed castration: 
1. The spermatic sac is bluntly dissected
· vaginal process is incised and with small incision cranial to testicle
· Testicle is extruded 
· Emasculate  entire cord, including vaginal tunic
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Similar to method 1, however, the spermatic vessels are separated and ligated alone then removed with an emasculator.  The vaginal process with testicle and epididymis is ligated then removed by emasculation. Method 2 is seen in the video (time- 2:03 )
